Golrokh Ebrahimi Iraee and Arash Sadeghi
Dear Mr. Raisi,
from the worldwide human rights organization Amnesty International as I have learned about the human rights activities of the couple Golrokh Ebrahimi Iraee and Arash Sadeghi. Prior to their arrest in September, 2014, they campaigned against the death penalty and for the right to freedom of expression, including for political prisoners. They were sentenced to long prison terms in unfair trials and, after interim releases on bail, were imprisoned again. 
In prison they were tortured and mistreated: Golrokh Ebrahimi Iraee was subjected to long interrogations while blindfolded and was threatened with execution for "insulting Islam." Arash Sadeghi stated that while in custody between September 2014 and March 2015 he was slapped, kicked, punched in the head, and choked.
Following a 71-day hunger strike, Arash Sadeghi has been suffering from numerous illnesses. Because the authorities repeatedly refused to transfer him to medical facilities outside of prison, his health has deteriorated. When he was finally examined at the hospital in May 2018, doctors discovered a bone tumor. Amnesty International considers the denial of treatment for the cancer and the suffering it causes to be torture.
I respectfully ask that Arash Sadeghi and Golrokh Ebrahimi Iraee be immediately and unconditionally released. They are non-violent political prisoners, imprisoned solely for their work toward freedom of expression and human rights. Until their release, they must be protected from torture or ill-treatment and must have regular access to legal counsel, family members, and medical treatment.
Further, please investigate the allegations of torture and see that those responsible are held accountable in a fair trial.
